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2010 Environmental Stewardship Award

Entry Form
Deadline: Entries Accepted Until June 15, 2010

Environmental stewardship has long been a focus of the bottled water industry. In 2008, the
Board of Directors decided to create an Environmental Stewardship Award that would recognize
member companies who have excelled in creating sustainable environmental projects and
conservation measures. This award also provides an opportunity for IBWA to educate
consumers, government officials, and the media about the environmental, conservation, and
stewardship policies practiced by the bottled water industry.

Four awards will be presented based on company classification. IBWA’s Environmental
Stewardship Award ceremony will be part of IBWA’s General Session on Thursday, September
23,2010 at the 2010 IBWA Convention and Trade Show/InterBev 2010 in Orlando, Florida,
September 20-24, 2010.

General Rules

IBWA strongly encourages all IBWA members, in good standing, (domestic and international
bottlers, suppliers, and distributors) to participate in the Environmental Stewardship Award. Any
program created between June 30, 2005, and June 30, 2010, is eligible. (Affiliate and candidate
bottlers are not eligible. Specific programs that won in 2008 are not eligible.)

To enter, provide a 500-word narrative describing your company’s environmental program and
the success that program has achieved. Some examples of the kinds of programs you might
describe are below:

Companies are encouraged to provide supplemental materials for review along with the
narrative. Examples of such materials include newspaper or magazine clippings, print
materials, videos, local and national news coverage, etc.

Company Size

Company entries are divided into four size classifications (based on gross sales for the
year ending December 2009, computed in U.S. dollars):

Level I Company: Sales less than $500,000

Level IT Company: Sales between $500,001 and $2 million

Level III Company: Sales between $2.1 million and $8 million

Level IV Company: Sales above $8.1 million

How Many Entries Are Permitted
Companies are allowed to submit one (1) entry per bottling facility and/or brand
(excluding private labels).

Entry Fee and Deadline
The fee for each submission is $75 U.S. dollars. All entries, entry fees, and supplemental
materials must be received at IBWA headquarters by June 15, 2010.
